. Program Description:

The minor in Educational Psychology is designed to support students’ advanced
understanding and application of knowledge of the cognitive, sociocultural, emotional,
and moral development of children and adolescents to developmental issues presenting
in a wide range of educational contexts. Students will gain in-depth understanding of
the psychological theory, research, and principles of motivation as applied to
instruction in informal and formal educational contexts. Development and motivation
are examined through a cultural lens within a global multicultural context. Through
required and elective coursework, students will learn how to use developmental science
to better understand the foundations of child and adolescent development. The minor in
Educational Psychology is a natural complement for students interested in education,
positive youth development, human services, various therapeutic and professional
careers, and post-baccalaureate degree programs in disciplines such as psychology,
education, and social services.

Educational Objectives

e Demonstrate understanding of current theories and research in child and adolescent
development;

e Describe how development theories and research apply in various educational
contexts;

e Identify developmental patterns in individual children/adolescents;

e Describe the implications of developmental research in the design of educational
programs and settings;

e Work collaboratively with others to investigate specific applied problems related to
human motivation;

e Think critically about development experiments, how these relate to developmental
theory, and how experimental results provide insight into psychological principles
and processes;

e Develop and apply testable hypotheses theory for a research project and learn to
communicate the results, orally and through written work;




Student Demand

The faculty in Educational Psychology have proposed this minor based on student demand for
and inquiries about the undergraduate courses. For example, since fall 2019, numbers of
students in EPSY 4061, Motivational Foundations for Education, have risen from 10 per
semester to 40 per semester. Students in social science programs across the university who have
taken that advanced course, as well as non-educator preparation majors in the department’s
global service course, have requested additional educational psychology course options to serve
as electives for their programs of study. In addition, faculty within the unit have witnessed a
recent increase in the number of CURO and Honors students seeking research-intensive
experiences to better prepare themselves for graduate programs in educational psychology,
school psychology, and clinical psychology Since spring 2020, 28 undergraduates have
completed coursework in Faculty-Mentored Undergraduate Research courses. In addition, the
popularity of the Personal Health and Well-Being minor since its launch in August 2023
includes 61 students in the one semester since its inception.

8. Program of Study:

e A minor must contain at least 9 hours of upper division course work (numbered
3000 or above).

o Courses taken to satisfy Core Areas I through V may not be counted as course work
in the minor.

o Courses taken in Core Area VI may be counted as course work in the minor.
